Mobile Computing with the RM Minibook
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Short Project Proposals

We are seeking proposals from teachers to pilot the use of RM Minibooks (Asus eepc).

You will almost certainly have read about the new Asus eepc which is taking the education world by storm. We have a number of machines available to offer colleagues the opportunity to investigate integrating ICT into learning using this highly versatile and portable device.

There are two ways to participate.

1. A short term project working with a group of pupils
We will provide a batch of 10 Minibooks for a period of around 4 weeks
The machines should be applied to an identified piece of work which has a specific outcome. Most weight will be given to proposals which will exploit features of the machine to enhance the learning experience.

2. A short term project by staff using a single machine.
We will provide single machines to teaching staff for a period of around 4 weeks.
The machine should be used to produce or re-engineer a piece of learning (a learning object) for delivery in an interactive way either over the school network or through an e-learning environment such as Moodle or Glow..

For each application we require a short project brief which sets out the objectives of the project and illustrates how the features of the machine will be utilised. 

The successful candidates will be required to produce a final report of their activities and must be prepared to actively share their experiences and product with colleagues.

Support for the projects will be provided by the Education ICT team.

You must have the agreement of your Head Teacher for your proposal and any networking requirements will require discussion with school technical staff.

The machines are the Eee PC 4G model which includes 4Gb RAM, wireless connectivity and a webcam and use the Linux operating system You can get a short hands on demo of the machine if you book in to one of the ICT team drop-in twilight sessions (every second Wednesday) at Summerhill.
